Dictionaries which explain what words mean give a clear ‘definition’ of them. A good dictionary also

gives more information about words. For instance, it explains how they are pronounced. Usually the
International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA) is used for this purpose.

A word like ‘right’ has several meanings in English, for example, ‘correct’ and ‘the opposite of left’. A
word like ‘present’ may be used as an adjective, meaning ‘not absent’, as a noun, meaning ‘gift’ or as a
verb, meaning ‘give’.

There are three important qualities necessary in a good boss. The most important is fairness.
